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RELATIVE INFORMATION:

All Board members are eligible for election and should view the election to office as a 
routine and expected responsibility of Board membership. Arizona Revised Statutes 
require each Board to elect a Chairperson and a Clerk. While the term of office is one 
(1) year, there is no limitation on the number of sequential terms an individual may 
serve.
Board officers are generally elected during the month of December, depending on 
ranges of Board terms; officers may begin their term in January of the following year. 
Each elected officer takes office immediately and serves until the first Board meeting of 
the following year, or until a successor is elected.
The duties of the Chairperson include:
1. Presiding at meetings of the Board of Directors. The Chairperson shall perform 

all of the duties prescribed by the Arizona Revised Statutes. The Chairperson is 
responsible for ensuring that that business of the public meetings is transacted in 
the proper order and is reasonably expedited observing appropriate procedure 
and decorum.

2. Consulting with the Fire Chief regarding the preparation of each Board meeting 
agenda.

3. Participating, along with other Board members, with all the rights of a member to 
discuss issues, make motions, nominate candidates, and to vote.

4. Calling Special Meetings (study sessions, executive sessions, and/or additional 
regular sessions) of the Board as described by the Arizona Open Meeting Law.

5. Signing official District documents on behalf of the Board when authorized by the 
Board.

6. Making appointments as may be required by law and/or for the orderly 
representation of the Board.

The duties of the Clerk include:
1. Serving as Chairperson in the absence of the Chairperson with all the powers 

and duties as described above. The Clerk shall have such other powers and 
duties as a majority of the Board may determine.

2. Serving on such committees and/or as representative as appointed by the Board 
Chairperson.

3. Ensuring accurate minutes of each Board meeting are taken, transcribed, and 
distributed. Ensuring official minutes are properly authenticated and maintained 
in chronological order. These duties are delegated to staff members under the 
supervision of the Clerk.
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Signing on behalf of the District such documents that require two (2) signatures or as 
requested by the Chairperson.

POLICY STATEMENT

It shall be the policy of the Board of Directors of Central Arizona Fire and Medical 
Authority that election to Board office is an accepted obligation of Board membership 
and that the Board may annually elect a Chairperson and a Clerk as required by State 
Law.

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Chief’s Report

Merry early Christmas! It has only been a couple weeks since I submitted a report and provided 

follow-up at the last Board meeting. To that end, I do not have a lot to add. 

 

With Chief Kazian leaving Arizona for Colorado, the Arizona Fire Chiefs Association sought a 

replacement to take over as Chair of the Fire Service Mutual Aid Committee. Chief Jake 

Rhoades was our fortunate designee. The Committee is transitioning all of the materials from 

Kris to Jake over the next few weeks. I continue to serve as a back-up as well in more of a 

political support role. You wouldn’t think there would be a lot of politics in mutual aid, but given 

some of the current happenings at the Capital, we have to traverse a bit of choppy water. In the 

end, we have a much better plan than we had when we started, and we'll have hopefully built 

some additional relationships. 

 

The Arizona Fire Service Institute (AFSI) Board will be meeting with the Governor’s staff on 

January 3rd to discuss the future of that department as well as the State Fire Marshall. We are in 

receipt of a copy of an evaluation report on Department of Forestry and Fire Management 

(DFFM) that was presented to the Governor’s Emergency Council. I have reviewed the report 

and have some questions/concerns about the methodology used to arrive at some of the 

conclusions. It appears, in my opinion, to contain biases and undertones that would not be in the 

best interest of Arizonans. The report will be discussed at AFSI Thursday, December 13th. As 

always, it is our intent to develop a clear message to help educate decision makers within the 

Governor’s office.  

 

We met in our monthly labor/management meeting at the beginning of December. There was 

good dialogue about where we are today and where we see the organization moving in the future. 

We also started some preliminary conversations related to wage and benefits for next fiscal year. 

We’ll have additional dialogue once we know where PSPRS’s projected increases will land 

versus our net assessed valuation (NAV) increases versus our normal operational increases.  

 

July 2019 marks three years with our current strategic plan. We will begin a review of the plan in 

late January and have an update before the Board in June of 2019. I will also present the current 

status of this fiscal year’s goals and objectives at the January meeting.  

 

Overall, it seems things are progressing well. 
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Administration

As we discussed at the November Board meetings, we received the financial information from 

the Yavapai County Treasurer’s Office regarding all our general funds, bond accounts, bond debt 

servicing accounts, and capital reserve account. Due to some concerns about the entries that the 

accounting software had made and calculation of interest and taxes, the County sent the 

documents from July 2018 through October 2018 and asked that we reconcile each account for 

discrepancies or accuracy. The difficulty with this request is that the financial reports provided 

were from July to the end of October – inclusive. In other words, they did not split out each 

month for each report. So we manually have to split out each month worth of revenue and 

expenditures from the larger report. Coupled with that -- most expenditures are being reported in 

October… so they are not necessarily being reported in the month that they occurred… which is 

causing inaccurate reporting and adjustments on our end for our accounting system.  

 

The point to all of this is that I will be pointing out a few “irregularities” to each of the Boards 

regarding their financial reports. While we are still working out some of the discrepancies that 

we have between our accounting software and what is being reported by the County, we have to 

also process our financials for the auditors (we have provided drafts) and are working to 

reconcile November financial data as well. Unfortunately, it is taking longer than we anticipated, 

and we have to deal with the challenge handed to us… more to come.  

 

The Arizona Fire District Association (AFDA) had a vacancy in the position of Administrative 

Professionals Manager with the resignation of Debbie Spingola. Our own Administrative 

Manager, Susanne Dixson, opted to apply for the position and was appointed by the AFDA 

Board on December 6
th

. Congratulations to Susanne! This opportunity provides networking of 

other administrative professionals throughout the state and training/education coordination for all 

agencies.  

 

And finally, the HR Division attended training for PSPRS in Phoenix. PSPRS reported that due 

to another possible lawsuit relating to Bill 1609, that started all the pension reforms back in 

2012, there will be ANOTHER refund of contributions – specifically related to those who 

entered DROP (Deferred Retirement Option Plan) under specific conditions. While this may 

only affect 6 personnel in our organization, it will still be one more issue in a continued cascade 

of effects that were illegally created by the AZ Legislature… and ultimately have additional 

impact on our unfunded liability.  

 

Ending on that note…Have a Safe and Happy Holiday Season and lets hope for a great 2019!

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Monthly Safety Tip 

Portable space heaters have become a popular way to supplement central heating or heat in one 

room. If you plan to use portable electric space heaters, make sure to follow these tips and 

recommendations. 

 

Heater Checklist 

 

 Purchase a heater with the seal of an independent testing laboratory. 

 Keep the heater at least 3 feet away from anything that can burn, including people. 

 Choose a heater with a thermostat and overheat protection. 

 Place the heater on a solid, flat surface. 

 Make sure your heater has an automatic shut-off to turn the heater off if it tips over. 

 Keep space heaters out of the way of foot traffic. Never block an exit. 

 Keep children away from the space heater.  

 Plug the heater directly into the wall outlet. Never use an extension cord or power strip.

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Operations

Over the past month, we have reviewed three programs that will aid our dispatchers at Prescott 

Regional Communications Center (PRCC). The programs are designed to aid the dispatchers in 

handling calls received. This current version they are using is Emergency Medical Dispatching 

(EMD). This allows the dispatcher to ask questions and direct the caller to provide assistance to 

the patient for EMS calls. The current system is a card system and will no longer be supported 

forcing PRCC to upgrade to a computer version. Because of this, we decided to receive three 

presentations from companies that provide the computerized version. The one product that was 

preferred provided a set of questions and provided directions that the dispatcher could direct the 

caller to perform for every emergency. This would work for the law enforcement side as well as 

the fire side and would provide consistent questions and directions for the caller that is not in the 

current system. The new program combines protocol call-handling technology with certification 

and technology training using a time-tested approach that encourages continuous improvement. 

Additionally, this system is compatible with Tri Tech. With implementation, supervisors find 

their staff handles all emergency calls in a consistent manner, provide quality information to 

better protect responders, and better meet time standards set for dispatch. We support PRCC 

moving forward with this system and will be looking at implementation within the next year.  

 

Chief Carothers has returned from an off district assignment providing disaster relief from a 

typhoon that hit the Island of Saipan. The State of Arizona Type 3 Incident Management Team 

went to Saipan to assist with recovery efforts from a typhoon that devastated the Island. This is 

the same team that has provided hurricane recovery efforts for Hurricane Florence. CAFMA has 

numerous personnel that are part of our off district response team that aids others in the event of 

disasters. This allows our personnel to gain valuable experience and training that supports 

CAFMA when we have large scale incidents like the Viewpoint Fire and the Goodwin Fire. 

 

The new hires from the SAFER Grant are completing their background checks, psychiatric 

exams, and physical exams and should be ready to start the Firefighter Academy on February 25,
 

2019. 

 

Chief Freitag and I will be meeting with members of Golder Ranch Fire and representatives from 

Municipal Emergency Services (MES) the distributor for SCOTT SCBAs to go over pricing for 

new SCBAs at the Arizona Fire District Association (AFDA) conference in January and should 

have something to present to the Board at the February meeting. 
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Planning and Logistics

We successfully completed the testing and interviews for the Warehouse/Facilities Assistant 

position. Andrew Deering will be starting at the end of December and will begin with Facilities 

Manager Eric Crossman for orientation to the facilities portion of the job. After a few weeks, he 

will begin splitting his time with Warehouse Manager Erik Trujillo so that he can learn the 

warehouse side. We expect that this will begin to help ease workload for both areas; although, it 

may not completely resolve some of our challenges. 

 

This year’s Capital Plan process has changed slightly to allow inclusion of Technical Services 

and Facilities input. Items such as HVAC units and servers have been handled in an ‘as needed’ 

fashion in the past. Going forward, we are going to review these types of equipment, similar to 

engines and other infrastructure, which can be built into the long-term plan. 

 

A huge event for the Planning and Logistics Section this time of year is always the budget work 

that is going into full swing. This year, I am including several others from Finance and 

Operations in the process as a start to increasing the knowledge base for the budgeting process. It 

is a detail oriented job that can always benefit from additional eyes. Also, from a succession 

planning point of view, it’s important to make sure that we don’t have a single point of failure 

for an area as important as the budget. If I were hit by a bus tomorrow, would there be someone 

else who could complete the budget? The answer is yes. Chief Tharp could take over the duty. 

But, what if we were hit by the same bus? Using a less violent example, I will be retiring in less 

than 2 years so it’s important to have the transition planned out. 
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Training 
By Training Chief Feddema 
 

December has been an active month with a variety of training opportunities. Captain Snyder did 

an excellent job putting together our Wildland Saw Refresher Course. CAFMA personnel who 

had this qualification on their wildland “Red Card” had to recertify to keep this qualification 

under new restrictions. Luckily, we have personnel like Captain Snyder who are experts in this 

field. He was able to put together an appropriate refresher with classroom time and a field 

exercise. We also hosted the Technical Rescue Training for the month of December at CARTA. 

The Prescott Regional Technical Rescue Team conducted Trench Rescue Training, utilizing the 

Trench Rescue Training Prop at CARTA. The prop provides an excellent opportunity to train on 

the topic in a controlled environment. 

 

CARTA also hosted a National Fire Academy (NFA) off-campus course entitled Introduction to 

NFIRS 5.0. This course provided information about reporting requirements and the use of data in 

reports and training. Several CAFMA members attended this course. The NFA offers several off-

campus courses throughout the state, and we were thankful to be able to host this course.  

 

As we wrap up 2018, we are working on the 2019 Training Schedule. There are several 

challenges moving forward in 2019. One of the challenges is centered on the crews' “productive 

time”. This is the timeframe in which personnel are focused on CAFMA activities. As the 

organization grows, so does the competition for this time. There are many other department 

related activities that fill up this time as well as emergency incidents. The challenge is to develop 

a schedule that meets the needs of the organization and is realistic based on time limitations. We 

will continue to work on providing training that focuses on the needs of CAFMA personnel.

Fire Marshal Chase presented awards to Prescott Valley Police Sergeant Nancy Roberts and
Officer Layton Cooper for lifting a vehicle off a patient and assisting with saving his life. The
patient has made a full recovery. Sergeant Shawn Caswell and Officer Paul Hines were also
thanked for their assistance; however, they were not present to receive their awards.

Prescott Valley Town Council ReportB.

Councilman Grossman shared information regarding upcoming events in Prescott Valley; he
indicated details are available on the Town's website pvaz.net.

Board Members' ReportsC.

Prescott Regional Communications (PRCC)i.

Director Wasowicz explained that last month's Prescott Regional Communications
Center's (PRCC) bill was slightly higher due to the capital equipment charge. The next
generation 911 system is to go live on December 18th. The new system will increase the
GPS capabilities, and it will allow for texting 911. There are a few dispatchers that are
excelling; however, the Center is still struggling to maintain a full staff.

PRCC has invited the Board to tour the facility; this may be scheduled in January.
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Director Wasowicz shared that members are improving the partnership by dispatchers
riding with the engine crews and fire personnel touring PRCC.

Update Regarding Financial Statements D.

Chief Tharp advised the Board that the Yavapai County Treasurer's office has distributed
financial reports; we are required to go back to July to reconcile the reports and check for
discrepancies. He noted that there are some discrepancies; however, he anticipates all
reconciliations to be complete and back within compliance for the December meeting. Chief
Tharp explained that the discrepancy is less than $100. It may seem insignificant compared to
the budget; however, he believes that's unacceptable. Additionally, scheduling the audit report
is contingent on the financial reports from the County; therefore, the audit will also be delayed.

Provide guidelines in order to establish and maintain a Support Reserve Program 
for the Agency and to provide a scope of duties and limitations for the Support 
Reserves. 

 
II. SCOPE 
 

Applies to all persons functioning as a Support Reserve for the Agency. 
 
III. POLICY 
 

Support Reserves shall be utilized to support Agency functions including roles on 
emergency scenes and shall receive training appropriate to the duties that they 
may be called upon to perform. 
 
It shall be the policy of the Agency to maintain and assign Support Reserves to 
any duties as may be determined appropriate and necessary. The Support 
Reserves shall be utilized to assist emergency management and other related 
community service functions as needed and determined by the Fire Chief or their 
designee. 
 
Support Reserves are intended to support operations and will not be used in 
immediately dangerous to life or health (IDLH) environments. 
 
The Support Reserve Program positions are at will and do not participate in any 
pension plan. Support Reserves shall be under the supervision of the Operation 
Division of the Agency. 
 
The Operations Division shall coordinate and/or maintain all aspects of the 
Support Reserve Program. 
 
The Operations Division may appoint an individual to the position of Support 
Reserve Coordinator when deemed necessary. 
 
All assignments will be based on the Support Reserve’s credentials, 
certifications, and experience. All training requirements and certifications must be 
kept current and will be the responsibility of the Support Reserve. A detailed list 
of approved duties will be maintained by the program coordinator. It will be the 
responsibility of the Support Reserve to only perform those roles that they have 
been approved for.  
 
The program coordinator will coordinate appropriate training for critical 
assignments such as driver's training, rehab set up, and off-Agency responses. 
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All Support Reserves will attend required training for their assigned duties as 
deemed necessary by the Operations Chief or the designated coordinator.

o Training Center assistance 
o Turnout maintenance 

 
Support Reserve Applications 
All applications shall be forwarded to the Operations Division or designated 
person. 
 
The Assistant Chief of Operations will select applicants based upon the needs of 
the Agency. 
 
The Assistant Chief of Operations will request Human Resources to conduct 
background, criminal history, drug test, and driver’s license checks as deemed 
necessary based upon assignment. 
 
Qualifications 

 Support Reserve applicants must be 18 years of age or older. 

 Support Reserve applicants must meet all Agency background requirements. 
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 Support Reserve applicants must not have been convicted or have pled no 
contest to a felony or misdemeanor offense including but not limited to 
immoral conduct, DUI, or narcotics sales or trafficking. This does not include 
minor traffic infractions. The decision to approve or deny a Support Reserve 
application shall rest with the Fire Chief or their designee. 

 Support Reserve applicants must have on file a completed, processed 
application with a valid state driver’s license or other form of identification. For 
those positions that involve driving Agency vehicles, the Support Reserve 
applicant must be insurable by the Agency's insurance provider. 

 Support Reserve applicants must have the mental and physical capacities to 
perform the functional requirements of assigned duties as determined by the 
Fire Chief or their designee. 

 A physical consistent with Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) 
requirements will be necessary for individuals wishing to respond emergency 
apparatus. 

 
If the background investigation established that the applicant has a significant 
history of unlawful conduct, the Support Reserve will not be appointed. If the 
information comes to light after the appointment, the Support Reserve shall be 
released from the Support Reserve Program. 

 
Conduct 

 All Support Reserves will comply with the Agency’s drug policy. 

 If a uniform and Agency-issued identification card has been provided to the 
Support Reserve, then the Support Reserve shall be in uniform and plainly 
display their Agency-issued identification card while on duty.  

 At no time will a Support Reserve display their Agency issued identification 
card to secure special privileges or personal gain. It shall not be used for 
general identification purposes such as check cashing or to gain favorable 
treatment or gratuities. Violation of this directive may result in immediate 
release from the Support Reserve Program. 

 If a Support Reserve cannot fulfill a scheduled assignment, the reserve shall 
notify the program coordinator as soon as possible. 

 
SUPPORT RESERVE PAY RATES 

 IN DISTRICT CALL OUTS:  Support Reserves responding in District to 
emergency call outs will receive the current reserve hourly pay rate with a 
minimum of one hour. 

 All other non-emergency support functions, i.e. office work and fire prevention 
duties, shall be paid at the current reserve hourly rate. 

 

Support Reserve Staffing Limitations – Affordable Care Act (ACA) 
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Support Reserves are limited to working 100 hours per month in any capacity. 
Violations of these limitations will be addressed as per the Discipline Policy. 
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I. PURPOSE 
 

The purpose of these this policiespolicy and procedures is to provide guidelines 
in order to establish and maintain a citizen volunteer component of the District for 
operational use, and to provide a scope of duties and limitations for the 
SupportOperations Volunteers.  
 

II. SCOPE 
 
This policy applies to all persons volunteering through the District'sAgency's 
Operations Support Volunteer Program.  
 

III. POLICY 
 
Operations Support Volunteers are not intended as substitutes for full-time fire 
and emergency service members. Volunteers shall be utilized to support District 
Agency functions, and shall receive training appropriate to the duties that they 
may be called upon to perform.  
 
It shall be the policy of the District Agency to assign Operations Support 
Volunteers to any duties as may be determined appropriate and necessary. The 
volunteers shall be utilized to assist emergency management and other related 
community service functions as needed and determined by the Fire Chief or their 
designee. Operations Volunteers may be permitted to work in All-Hazard 
response positions if appropriately qualified and assigned through the State or 
Federal system. 
 
Procedure  
The Operations Volunteer Program shall be under the supervision of the 
Operations Division of the District.  
 
The Operations Division Section shall coordinate and/or maintain all aspects of 
the Operations Support Volunteer Program.  
 
The Operations Division Section Chief may appoint an individual to the position 
of volunteer or Operations Support Volunteer Coordinator when deemed 
necessary. Volunteer positions are at will positions. 
 
Operations Support Volunteers shall not be compensated for any time worked 
under this program.  
except in the case of an All-Hazard response assignment received through the 
State or Federal dispatch system. For All-Hazard response assignments, 
members will be compensated at the State AD rate. 
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Volunteer Applications  
All members of the District Agency are encouraged to actively participate in the 
recruitment and training of qualified Operations Support Volunteers.  
 
The District Agency shall make Operations Support Volunteer applications 
available to the public.  
 
All applications shall be forwarded to Human ResourcesAdministration or 
designated person.  

 Administration Human Resources shall ensure all applications are 
acknowledged within 5 working days.  

 No application will be rejected because of an omission or error that can be 
corrected.  

 
AdministrationHuman Resources or designated person shall:  

 Review applications.  

 Request Human Resources Department to cConduct background, 
psychological, criminal history, and driver’s license checks as deemed 
necessary based upon the assignment.  

 
Qualifications  

 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must be 18 years of age or older.  

 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must meet all District Agency 
background requirements, provide a drug screen, and fingerprinting.  

 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must not have been dishonorably 
discharged from the United States Armed Forces.  

 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must not have been convicted or 
have pled no contest to a felony or misdemeanor offense including but not 
limited to immoral conduct, DUI, or narcotics sales or trafficking. This does 
not include minor traffic infractions; however, the decision to approve or deny 
an Operations Support Volunteer application shall rest with the Fire Chief or 
their designee. 

 If the background investigation establishes that the Operations Support 
Volunteer has a significant history of unlawful conduct, the volunteer will not 
be appointed. If the information comes to light after the appointment, the 
citizen advocate shall be released from the Operations Support Volunteers 
Program. 

 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must have on file a completed, 
processed application with a valid state driver’s license or other form of 
identification. For those positions that involve driving District Agency vehicles, 
applicant must be insurable by District’s Agency's insurance provider.  
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 Operations Support Volunteer applicants must have the mental and physical 
capacities to perform the functional requirements of assigned duties as 
determined by the Fire Chief or their designee.  

 Volunteers interested in using the District as the sponsoring agency for 
Off-District All-Hazard responses must meet State and/or Federal physical 
guidelines related to their Red Card qualifications. 
 
Conduct  

 No Operations Support Volunteer shall report for duty while under the 
influence of alcohol or drugs. No Operations Support Volunteer shall 
consume alcohol or drugs likely to cause impairment while on duty or perform 
any duties for the District Agency while under the influence of alcoholic 
beverages or any substance which may adversely affect physical or mental 
capabilities.  

 Operations Support Volunteers represent the District Agency while acting in 
the capacity of a volunteer in the Operations Support Volunteer Program. As 
representatives, Operations Support Volunteers must conduct themselves in 
such manner as to demonstrate the highest standards of professionalism so 
as to earn the public trust.  

 Operations Support Volunteers shall be polite and courteous to the general 
public, members of the Agency,District and other agency members at all 
times.  

 Uniforms provided by the AgencyDistrict will be worn while performing 
AgencyDistrict functions. Personal protective equipment provided will be worn 
when appropriate. AgencyDistrict-issued identification will be carried when on 
duty.  

 At no time will an Operations Support Volunteer display their AgencyDistrict 
issued identification card to secure special privileges or personal gain. It shall 
not be used for general identification purposes such as check cashing or to 
gain favorable treatment or gratuities. Violation of this directive may result in 
immediate release from the Operations Support Volunteer program.  

 Operations Support Volunteer's assignments within the AgencyDistrict may 
provide them access to confidential or sensitive information. Any information 
gained in this manner shall not be divulged. 

 Operations Volunteers will be required to commit to 40 hours of volunteer 
time every 6 months. The time may be scheduled in whatever increments 
match the volunteer's interests and capabilities. 

 If an Operations Support Volunteer cannot fulfill a scheduled assignment, the 
member shall notify the team leader or the program coordinator as early as 
possible.

Training  
The AgencyDistrict will provide all Operations Support Volunteers with the 
necessary training and the materials which they will need to perform most 
Operations Support Volunteer functions. Training required for All-Hazard 
responses and some technical level duties will be the responsibility of the 
individual Operations Volunteer. 
 
All Operations Support Volunteers shall participate, on a regular basis, in 
meetings or training exercises. Failure to maintain minimum training 
requirements and volunteer hours may result in release from the Operations 
Support Volunteer Program.  
 
Operations Support Volunteer Program Assignments  
The appropriate Assistant Chief or their designee shall coordinate the allocation 
and assignment of Operations Support Volunteers.

Performing duties in other support functions will be based on training, skills, and 
other interests of the individual member and determined by the DistrictAgency. 
 
Operations Support Volunteers who have received specialized training (such as 
CERT or All-Hazard response training) may be called upon during disasters and 
other emergencies.  
 
Operations Support Volunteers may be assigned to assist in performing duties in 
other support functions, including those outside of the DistrictAgency, based on 
their skills, interests, and specific training.  
 
Operations Support Volunteers will be assigned to positions that augment the 
District’s Agency's ability to provide services.  
 
Considerations when creating assignments for Operations Support Volunteers 
include:  

 Volunteer wants to be involved in worthwhile and challenging assignments.  

 Ensure that the assignment will use the individual’s skills and abilities.  

 Evaluate whether the assignment will require learning new skills. 
 
Operations Volunteer Staffing Limitations - Affordable Care Act (ACA) 
Operations Volunteers are limited to working 1440 hours per fiscal year. Violations of 
these limitations will be addressed as per the Discipline Policy. 
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I. PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of this policy is to identify the leave accrual and use benefits for all 
members. 

 
II. SCOPE 

 
This policy applies to all part-time and full-time members. 

 
III. POLICY 

 
Vacation 

 
Accumulation of Vacation Time 
Vacation hours accrue on a monthly basis (at the end of the month) as follows: 
 
Years of Service 0-4 5-9 10-14 15-19 20+ 

 
24-Hour Shift Members 12.00 15.00 18.00 21.00 24.00 
 
Non-Shift Members 8.00 10.00 12.00 14.00 16.00  

 
24-hour shift members may accumulate no more than 720 hours of vacation at 
any time. Only 480 hours of vacation will be reimbursed upon termination of 
employment. 
 
Non-shift members may accumulate no more than 480 hours of vacation at any 
time. Only 320 hours of vacation will be reimbursed upon termination of 
employment. 
 
Part-time members shall accrue vacation time commensurate with the number of 
regularly assigned hours per week. 

 
Vacation Usage 
For nonexempt members, the minimum number of vacation hours that may be 
taken is 4 hours for 24-hour shift members and 1 hour for all other members. 
Non-exempt members shall record their vacation leave based on the actual 
hours off. 
 
Exempt members shall record their vacation leave based on days off. 
 
Three Operations members may be allowed off for vacation or education leave 
on any given shift, unless special approval has been granted by the Assistant 
Chief or Fire Chief. A fourth member may schedule educational leave to attend 
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an EMT or paramedic recertification course. The maximum remains at three 
operations members to be allowed off for scheduled leave unless it pertains to 
medical recertification, or Administrative Leave that was budgeted for educational 
purposes. 
 
If leave is taken in excess of what has been earned, your account will reflect the 
negative balance and discipline applied as appropriate. 
 
If a member responds to a call or works a duty day while on vacation, the amount 
of vacation used will be reduced accordingly.  
 
Members may donate accumulated vacation hours to aid another member who is 
unable to work due to personal illness or crisis. The receiving member must have 
exhausted all of their accrued vacation and sick leave. 

 
Preferred Vacation 
Preferred vacation for the next fiscal year will be scheduled annually August 1 
through July 31 with TeleStaff auction beginning no later than May 1. 
 
The preferred vacation selection will be offered to each member of the shift in 
order of seniority from hire date. 
 

 Preferred vacation is not mandatory.  
 

 24-hour shift members are entitled to sign up for a preferred vacation period 
of not more than 6 shifts.  

 

 Each Person can take up to six consecutive 24 hour shifts.  
 

 Vacation must be within two tours. 
 

 Two tours need not be consecutive. (A three-shift tour in December and a 
three-shift tour in July.)  

 
Non-shift members may sign up for not more than 80 consecutive work hours.  
 
The period shall be for only those hours accrued at the beginning of the vacation 
period. 
 
After the Preferred Vacation picks are completed by all shift members the 
Preferred Vacation process will start over for the opportunity for personnel to pick 
three random nonconsecutive days. When the lowest seniority person is finished 
the vacation calendar will be opened up for first come vacation and education 
leave picks. 
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Education leave requests will be held until the preferred vacation selection is 
completed. 

 
Regular Vacation 
Regular vacation is that vacation time available after the preferred vacations 
have been scheduled. 
 
Regular vacation is available on "a first-come, first-served" basis. Rank and 
seniority have no preferential treatment. 
 
Regular vacation may be taken in any increment not to exceed 160 hours for 
non-shift members or 240 hours for 24-hour shift members. 
 
Members desiring vacation may check TeleStaff or contact the chief officer to 
determine available days. 
 
Supervisors must approve vacations. 
 
Hardship Vacation 
Members taking hardship vacation must receive verbal approval from the on duty 
Battalion Chief. Operations personnel will be afforded up to 48 hours per year of 
hardship vacation only under certain circumstances. Hardship vacation shall be 
used for things such as home emergencies (i.e. flooding, wind or storm damage, 
and disabled vehicle), out of town and cannot get back to work on time due to 
situation beyond your control (i.e. airport shut down, snowed in, or disabled 
vehicle). Assistant Chief / Director or Fire Chief approval is required for additional 
days.  
 
Hardship vacation will be charged against accrued vacation time. Hardship 
vacation may be given regardless of how many people are off and may require 
over time. Hardship vacation will be granted for the minimum amount of time 
needed for the hardship. 
 
Hardship vacation will not be used as an additional vacation day, or in lieu of sick 
leave, family medical leave or emergency leave.  
 
Users of hardship vacation must notify and receive approval from the on-duty 
Battalion Chief or from their supervisor (if non-operations members). Hardship 
vacation should be requested a minimum of 1.5 hours in advance when possible 
 
Seniority 
Seniority is “time on the job in fulltime status” and may be used only to select 
preferred vacation dates. The failure to select a preferred vacation period when 
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preferred vacation is auctioned off by TeleStaff will be considered as waiving any 
rights of seniority to preferred vacation periods. 
 
When members have the same seniority dates, test scores and/or class standing 
will be used to determine seniority. 

 
Cancellation of Vacation 
In the event of an Agency emergency, the Fire Chief may cancel any or all 
vacations or portions thereof. Members who are affected will have priority in 
choosing replacement vacation days from the open vacation days. 
 
Vacation for Chief Officers and Non-Operations Members 
Members not assigned to operations will have their vacations approved by their 
supervisors in a manner that will not impair the efficiency of their division. 
 
Vacation Buyback 
When a member terminates employment, they will be paid accrued vacation up 
to 320 hours for non-shift members and 480 hours for 24-hour shift members. 
Vacation time will be paid at the member's current hourly rate. 

 
Sick Leave 
 
Accumulation of Sick Leave 
Sick leave is accumulated in the same manner as vacation leave. 
 
There is no maximum accrual. 
 
No sick leave will be accrued by part-time members. Part-time members shall 
accrue sick leave time commensurate with the number of regularly assigned 
hours per week. 
 
Reduced Hours from Fulltime to Part-time 
If a full-time member transfers to part-time for any reason, other than including 
voluntary transfer by reason of Agency reorganization or disciplinary reasons, 
sick leave accrual for that member shall cease the part time members will accrue 
sick leave time on a prorated basis to the number of regularly assigned hours per 
week. , and tThe sick leave accrued while that member worked for the Agency as 
a full-time member shall remain credited to that member’s account. If the full time 
to part time assignment is the result of discipline, sick leave accrual shall cease.  
Should the part-time member terminate their employment for any reason, the sick 
leave accrued as a full-time member will be paid in accordance with the Sick 
Leave Payout options as outlined. shall be forfeited, unless vested pursuant to 
Agency policy relating to buy back. If however, that part-time member should, at 
a later date, again become a full-time member, then said accrued sick leave shall 
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once again be made available to that full-time member, and the accrual of sick 
leave for that full-time member shall continue. No credit for purposes of sick 
leave accrual or buy back shall be given to a member working on a part-time 
basis. The time for sick leave accrual and vesting shall be tolled while a member 
works for the Agency part-time. 
 
Part-time Members and Sick Leave  
Part-time members with accrued sick leave on the books at time of reduction in 
hours may use sick leave. Part-time members will not accrue sick leave. 

 
Sick Leave Usage 
Sick leave shall be used to recuperate from an injury or illness that prohibits the 
performance of duties and to minimize the spread of infectious disease, or for the 
care of a sick/injured immediate family member.  Non-operations personnel, 
those assigned to a 40 hour work week, may use sick leave for medical 
appointments.  

 
Nonexempt members shall record their sick leave based on the actual hours off. 
 
Exempt members shall record their sick leave based on the days off. 
 
Operations members using more than 4 consecutive 24-hour shifts or 8 
consecutive work days will be required to use family and medical leave. 
 
Operations members unable to report to work at the start of a shift because of 
illness or injury shall update TeleStaff not less than 1.5 hours before shift 
change. Operations members are not eligible for overtime 24 hours after calling 
in sick. (example:  Call in sick on Monday, not eligible to work overtime until 
Wednesday). 
 
All other members shall notify their immediate supervisor or place of employment 
at least 30 minutes before the start of their scheduled work period. 
 
Non-operations members off for 40 consecutive hours and shift members off for 
72 consecutive hours will be required to turn in a release from their doctor 
verifying the nature of their illness. Verification of sickness may be required by 
the Fire Chief in certain instances when members are on sick leave less than the 
above number of days or shifts. 
 
The physician's release must be approved by the Human Resources before fire 
members may resume fire-related duties.  
 
Personnel that utilize more sick time than they have available will not be paid for 
hours taken in excess of their bank, and may receive disciplinary action.   
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Member’s Inability to Work Due to Illness / Health 
When a question arises about an Agency member's ability to perform his job 
without hazard to his health, the chief officer may consult with the Agency's 
physician, who shall establish a period of physical disability, if appropriate. (The 
Agency's physician may consult with the member's physician, if they have one.) 
 
At the Agency’s discretion, a member may be assigned to light-duty status if such 
work is available. 

 
Leave Donation 
Members may donate accumulated vacation hours to aid another member who is 
unable to work due to personal illness or crisis. The receiving member must have 
exhausted all of their accrued vacation and sick leave. 
 
Special Leave Without Pay 
There will be no accrual of vacation and sick leave during unpaid leave. 
 
Leave of Absence (LOA)  
Leave of absence may be granted by the Fire Chief to any member for a 
minimum of 1 month, not to exceed 1 year. Leave of absence will not be 
considered as Agency-credited service. 

 
Medical Leave of Absence 
Medical leave of absence may be granted by the Fire Chief to any member for 
medical or physical recuperation, on a case-by-case basis. 

 
Members shall be responsible for their medical insurance payments (to be paid 
to the Agency) during leave without pay. 

 
Arizona State Retirement System (ASRS) and Public Safety Retirement System 
(PSPRS) will accept authorized leave without pay as "service," but not as 
"credited service” toward normal retirement. 

 
The date of merit eligibility will be adjusted to delay the date in accordance with 
the amount of time not worked. 

 
Extended Leave 
Extended leave is defined as any leave of more than 30 days. If on an extended 
leave both probationary and regular evaluation dates, seniority standing, and 
leave accrual will be adjusted accordingly.  
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Arizona State Retirement System (ASRS) and PSPRS will accept authorized 
leave without pay as “service”, but not as “credited service” toward normal 
retirement.  

 
The date of merit eligibility will be adjusted to delay the date in accordance with 
the amount of time not worked.  

 
Openings created by an extended leave may be temporarily backfilled. The 
decision to utilize temporary backfilling will be made by the Assistant Chief or 
Fire Chief. 

 
Sick Leave Buyback 
OPTION A - SICK LEAVE BUY-BACK:  Members who retire or voluntarily 
separate employment with a minimum of 10 years of continuous employment will 
be compensated for 50% of sick leave accrued in excess of 712 hours for non-
shift members and 1,068 hours for 24-hour shift members at the member’s hourly 
rate at the time of separation. Members dismissed are not eligible except as 
authorized by Fire Chief on a case-by-case basis. 

 
OPTION B - NON-HOURLY COMPENSATION:  Members who have attained a 
minimum of 17 years of service and a minimum of 1,200 hours sick leave for 
non-shift members and 1,800 hours sick leave for 24-hour shift members may 
elect to have 50% of future accrued sick leave hours converted to non-hourly 
compensation and paid at their hourly pay rate on a per pay period basis until 
their retirement. If the member plans on staying longer than 20 years, the non-
hourly compensation may begin any time after the 17th year of service, at the 
member’s request. 

 
The following requirements and restrictions apply: 

 

 Member must notify Administration in January before the beginning of the 
fiscal year in which this Option will be utilized. 

 

 Non-shift members must have a minimum of 1,200 hours of accrued sick 
leave and 24-hour shift members must have a minimum of 1,800 hours of 
accrued sick leave before invoking Option B. 

 

 Any time a non-shift member's sick leave drops below 880 hours or a 24-hour 
shift member's sick leave drops below 1,320 hours Option B stops and they 
automatically revert to Option A for the duration of their employment. 

 

 At the time of retirement, 50% of any excess sick leave over 712 hours for 
non-shift members and 1,068 for 24-hour shift members will be compensated 
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in a lump sum at the member’s base hourly rate at the time of separation 
(See Insurance and Related Benefits / Post Employment Health Plan (PEHP. 

 

 Once the member elects Option B, it must continue until their retirement, 
unless the member's sick leave drops below 880 hours for non-shift members 
and 1,320 hours for 24-hour shift members. 

 

 This option can be exercised only once during the member’s career.  
 

Emergency Leave 
Members may be granted "Emergency Leave" for critical situations such as a 
death or serious illness or injury in the member's family. 
 
"Family" is to include children, brother, sister, mother, father, grandfather, 
grandmother, spouse, and all corresponding relatives of the spouse. 
 
Emergency leave will not be charged against accrued vacation time. 
 
Emergency leave shall be granted for the minimum amount of time needed for 
the emergency. A Chief level officer may grant the remainder of the shift for 
emergency leave. The Assistant Chief / Director or Fire Chief may grant 
additional emergency leave limited to 48 hours for 24-hour shifts members or 40 
hours for non-shift members. 
 
An accommodation to allow use of vacation leave may be afforded to members 
requesting emergency leave pertaining to the death of someone extending 
outside the policy’s definition of family. The amount of leave time allowed will be 
the same as outlined for definition of family.  
 
Members requiring additional time off for a serious illness or injury in the 
member's family must request family and medical leave if qualified. 
 
A Chief Officer must approve all emergency leave.  
 

Pregnancy Leave 
This policy establishes guidelines relating to the safety of members of the 
Agency who become pregnant, their fellow members, and the public. 
 
The Agency recognizes pregnancy as a normal occurrence in a woman’s life and 
therefore establishes this policy to implement the provision of temporary 8-hour 
alternate non-hazardous duty assignments for a pregnant female member until 
the member takes Family and Medical Leave.  
 

 Responsibility 
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When a member is diagnosed by a physician as pregnant, she will 
immediately notify her supervisor. 

 

 Assignments 
Members assigned to a operations position shall request a letter from their 
attending physician addressing the member's ability to continue in her present 
assignment. Human Resources will provide the member with a packet of 
information for her attending physician that includes a description of job 
duties, responsibilities, and conditions. 

 
The member is responsible, with advice from her physician, to determine how 
long she will continue in her assigned position. 
 
Temporary reassignments to 8-hour alternate non-hazardous duty within a 
classification may be granted after written request to the Fire Chief by the 
member. 
 
Operations members assigned to an 8-hour position will remain at the same 
salary range and step, but will not receive their automatic FLSA overtime. 
 
All alternate non-hazardous assignments shall be based upon Agency needs 
and physical limitations determined by the member's attending physician. 

 

 Uniform 
While assigned to a operations position, pregnant members will be required to 
wear the specified uniform and all safety equipment. 
 
While assigned to alternate non-hazardous duty or a non-operations position, 
civilian or maternity clothing may be worn by pregnant members. 

 

 Training 
While on alternate non-hazardous duty, the member will participate in 
Agency-level training that other fire members are undergoing, as long as the 
class activities do not pose any risk to the member. 
 
Discrimination on the basis of pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical 
conditions constitutes unlawful sex discrimination and will not be tolerated. 

 
Subpoenaed Leave 
If a member is subpoenaed for court appearance in connection with Agency 
business, the Agency will pay the member's wages during the period involved 
and the member will return all subpoena fees to the Agency except for travel 
expenses. If the subpoena does not involve the Agency, the member will be 
responsible for arranging coverage in his absence. 
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Jury Duty Leave 
It is the responsibility of each member to notify his immediate supervisor upon 
receipt of a jury summons and the dates of service. 

 
Members serving on jury duty during their scheduled working hours will 
receive full pay and benefits. 
 
Members serving on jury duty will return all the jury fees to the Agency except 
for their travel expenses. 

 
Military Leave 
All members required to attend military training shall be entitled to a military 
leave from their respective duties. 
 
Military leave will be granted for one weekend a month and for two weeks a 
year without loss of benefits, time, evaluation rating, vacation accrual, sick 
leave, or salary. 

 
Additional military training time will be granted without pay and benefits. 
 
Members involved shall submit a copy of their military orders directing them to 
report for duty to their immediate supervisor as soon as possible for approval 
of military leave. 

 
Any member called into active service, or who volunteers for active service, 
shall be entitled to appropriate re-employment rights under State and Federal 
law. 

 
Education Leave 
Operations Members - Education Leave may be requested through TeleStaff 
if available or through the training requests form. Education Leave requests 
through the training request form may be granted if the budget can cover 
overtime costs. The Operations Chief will grant approval if funds are 
available. Educational leave being taken on the roster counts towards the 
maximum amount of scheduled time off per shift (3 positions). For example, if 
three members are on vacation, educational leave is no longer available that 
day. If only two members are on vacation, then a third person may request 
education leave on a first come first served basis. 
 
Administrative Leave 
The purpose of administrative leave is to provide a leave option to cover 
situations that other leave does not otherwise address.

Administrative leave may only be granted by the Fire Chief or Assistant 
Chiefs. 

 
It is preferred that regular leave be used if available and appropriate. 
Administrative leave use generally falls into 3 categories: 

 

 Coverage of activities that are in support of Agency programs. 
Examples include:  Peer fitness testing, Agency instructors teaching to 
Agency or area members, promotional testing.. 

 

 Educational opportunities that exceed established or reasonable use of 
education leave. 
Examples include:  National Fire Academy, paramedic program, wildland 
academy attendance in excess of normal education leave. 
 

 Administrative needs. 
Examples include:  Coverage of previously scheduled vacation when 
members are moved to another shift or during an internal or external 
investigation. 

 
Effort shall be made to budget for foreseeable use of Administrative Leave for 
support of Agency programs and educational opportunities.  

 
Shift Trade and Standby 
 
Shift trades must be entered in TeleStaff for the trade to be valid. 

 
A member's immediate supervisor may grant a trade or standby with a 
replacement qualified or having the ability to fulfill the position in 
addition to being of like rank or one rank difference, with no payback 
date required at the time of the trade. The Battalion Chief shall be 
notified at the time of the request. The number of trades and standbys a 
member may use is unlimited. Members should trade with members of 
like medical certifications and qualifications. Shift trades are approved 
at the discretion of the Battalion Chief. 
 
Members are not allowed to pay another member to work their scheduled 
shift. 
 
Shift trades may not be allowed if the trade causes the Agency to pay 
overtime for appropriate shift coverage. 
 
Members assigned to alternate Agency duty during a shift trade day will be 
considered to be on duty and paid accordingly.  
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It will be the responsibility of the members trading to obtain confirmation that 
the trade has been entered in TeleStaff.  
 
Agency members may trade with members of Prescott Fire Department. If 
trading with an agency that has different SCBAs, you must be current on their 
mask fit processes. 
 
Members will be held accountable for policies of both agencies.  

 
Trade positions are not eligible for Acting Pay unless the person filling 
the trade is required by the Agency to fill an Acting position due to 
staffing needs. 

 
The Agency assumes no responsibility for time that may not be paid back, 
e.g., should a person quit, be terminated, or transferred to another shift. 
 
Overtime / Compensatory Time 

 
This policy applies to all non-24-hour shift members. 
 
The purpose of this policy is to outline how overtime and compensatory time 
off is to be accrued and used by members of the Agency. Compensatory time 
off is a component of the Federal Fair Labor Standards Act and is available to 
public employers as a means of compensating members for overtime. 

 
Overtime 
In order to support the objectives of the Agency, a member may be expected 
to work extra hours beyond the normal workweek or the member's normal 
schedule, if required to do so by the member's department head. A 
department head also has the authority to require members to report to work 
in emergency callback situations and to be available for an on-call basis for 
normal Agency operations. 
 
Nonexempt members shall not work overtime unless specifically approved to 
do so by their supervisor.  
 
Understanding Overtime 
Nonexempt members must be compensated for every hour worked. Over 40 
compensable hours in a work week, must be compensated at one and one 
half times their normal rate of pay, or accrued as compensatory time off at 
time and one-half.  
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NOTE: Part-time member compensatory time shall be accrued or overtime 
paid at straight time when the part-time member's paid time exceeds the 
established scheduled hours and hours worked are less than 40 hours in a 
work week.  
 
For example, a part-time member who works 20 hours in a work week, in a 
peak business time, is required to work 30 hours. The member is paid for 20 
regular hours and may be given either 10 hours of straight compensatory time 
or 10 hours of additional paid straight time. 
 
When a nonexempt member works multiple nonexempt positions the number 
of hours worked in each position is cumulative in determining eligibility for 
overtime. 
 
Special Duty Assignments 
Members working Special Duty Assignments as defined in the Agency 
Compensation Policy are not eligible for overtime or compensatory time. 
 
Full-Time, Nonexempt Members 
Full-time, nonexempt members shall be compensated for overtime work in 
one of two ways: 
 
1. Time and one-half payment of the member's regular rate of pay for each 

hour worked over 40 in a work week.  
 

2. One and one-half hours of compensatory time off for each hour worked 
over 40 in a work week.  

 
Part-Time, Nonexempt Members 
Part-time, nonexempt members shall be compensated for hours worked in 
excess of their established scheduled hours and up to 40 hours in a work 
week in one of two ways: 
 
1. Straight time payment of the member's regular rate of pay for each hour 

worked up to 40 in a work week.  
 

2. Straight time compensatory time off for each hour worked up to 40 in a 
work week.  

 
Eligible part-time members shall be compensated for hours worked in excess 
of 40 in a work week in one of two ways. 
 
1. Time and one-half payment of the member's regular rate of pay for each 

hour worked over 40 in a work week, or

2. One and one-half hours of compensatory time off for each hour worked 

over 40 in a work week.  
 
Compensatory Time  
 
Maximum Hours of Compensatory Time 
Unless authorized by the Fire Chief, members should not exceed a maximum 
of 90 hours of accumulated compensatory time. After a member has accrued 
90 hours of compensatory time, all subsequent overtime hours worked shall 
be compensated via payroll. 
 
Accurate record keeping of overtime hours worked and compensatory time 
credited through a staffing program is mandatory.  
 
Using Compensatory Time 
When using compensatory time, members must enter the request through a 
staffing program and obtain prior approval from their supervisor. 
 
Compensatory Time at Termination 
Any compensatory time balance should be paid at the member's most recent 
nonexempt rate of pay to the member upon written request, termination, 
retirement, or change of status from nonexempt to exempt by the next 
regularly scheduled pay period or as mandated by law. 
 
All accrued compensatory time not used prior to the last pay period of 
the fiscal year shall be paid to the member so as to eliminate the short-
term fiscal liability to the Agency. 
 
Questions pertaining to overtime and compensatory time should be forwarded 
to Human Resources.

1. Executive Summary 
 
As computing technologies have evolved over the last 30 years, a model has been adopted by 
most hardware and software manufacturers: The Server-Client model. In this model, a Client, 
typically a desktop or laptop computer, accesses information stored and managed by a central 
Server. The main benefit to this model is multiple Clients can gain access to a central resource, 
rather than requiring the same resources copied to all clients, or to have the resources only 
available on a single client machine. 
 
The main difference between a client and a server is that a server often requires significantly 
more hardware resources in order to fulfill the role it plays on the network. This results in a 
significant hardware investment for a server that has adequate resources in order to give a 
guaranteed level of service for the client machines. 
 
While the traditional server-client model has many benefits, it has introduced some major 
drawbacks; the first of these is waste.  
 
Servers are generally built to specifications based with certain assumptions about performance 
and use, which are generally difficult to quantify when deploying a new server or server-based 
application. An unfortunate outcome of this is the server’s resources can spend most of their 
time idle, akin to purchasing an expensive vehicle that only gets driven a few hundred miles per 
year.  
 

 
Snapshot of CAZ-DOCMGT 

 

In this snapshot above, a server consisting of 3.8TB of Flash Storage, a 6-Core Processor and 
96GB of RAM has an estimated value of $8,000, however it generally only utilizes 1% of 
available processing power, 2% of the storage and 10% of available memory. This means that as 
much as 99% of the resources purchased go unutilized during the life of the server, leading to a 
large amount of waste. 
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How do we solve this problem? Virtualization. Virtualization adds a layer into the server 
architecture that allows multiple virtual server instances to access the hardware resources 
available, removing waste and increasing performance. Now instead of a single server taking up 
100% of the resources, 99% of which are not normally utilized, multiple servers can run from 
the same hardware, saving configuration and maintenance time, as well as adding significant 
value to the capital investment. 
 
The second drawback of the physical server model in availability. If a physical server has a 
component failure, that server (and whatever applications it is running) goes offline until the 
component is repaired or you restore from the most recent backup. 
 
Virtualization gives you the ability to create high-availability for your server workloads. By 
combining multiple servers together into a “cluster”, you can continue operation even in the 
event that a single server goes offline. When virtualization is properly implemented, if a 
member of the cluster fails, the virtual server experiences a short (2-3 minute) outage and then 
automatically begins running on another node within the cluster. 
 
The last drawback of the physical server model is scalability. As needs change over time, new 
servers may be required or existing servers may need additional resources. By implementing 
virtualization you can deploy a new server in seconds rather than days or weeks, and existing 
servers can be given additional resources in minutes, whether through direct interaction or 
through automation. 
 
As virtualization has evolved over the last 10 years, a particular approach to virtualization has 
become the industry standard. This is called Hyperconverged Infrastructure, or HCI. The goal of 
HCI is to quickly and efficiently create a pool of physical resources available for virtualized 
servers, while also creating the ability to withstand hardware failure as well as easily expanding 
resources when necessary. 
 
Recommendation:  Partner with Nutanix to deploy a server cluster utilizing HCI for the purpose 
of utilizing virtualization for server workloads. Nutanix is an industry leader in HCI, providing a 
robust platform for virtualization and reliability. 
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Gartner Magic Quadrant for HCI 2018 

 
 

When it comes to purchasing server hardware, specifically for virtualization, you have many 
possibilities. It is our recommendation that CAFMA partner with Nutanix, a hardware and 
software provider that creates an easy-to-manage ecosystem that allows for the type of 
virtualization that we require.

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2. Introduction & Background 
 
Some technical terms first need to be defined. 
 
Virtualization:  A process of allowing multiple operating systems (called “Guests”) to leverage 
the available hardware resources of a physical server (called a “Host”). 
 
Nutanix:  Nutanix is the industry leader in Hyper-Converged Infrastructure. They provide 
hardware, software and support for their virtualization platform, called Acropolis. 

 
Highly-Available: Highly-Available, or HA, refers to the ability of a specific resource to withstand 
a failure without interruption. 
 

Physical Server / Host:  A physical server / host refer to a configuration in which the physical 
hardware of a server is utilized to operate a single operating system. In most cases, this 
complicates recovery methodologies and leaves many expensive resources latent for extended 
periods of time. 
 
Virtual Server: A virtual server refers to a configuration in which a physical server is configured 
to allow the hardware to run multiple instances of server operating systems on the same 
hardware. This is accomplished through a Hypervisor. A hypervisor is an operating system that 
abstracts the hardware and allows it to be fully utilized. Additionally, recovery methodologies 
are greatly simplified, allowing for faster recovery. 
 
TCO: Total Cost of Ownership. This calculates all possible costs throughout the lifecycle of the 
project, up to and including additional licensing, hardware and increases due to market 
inflation. 
 
Hyperconverged Infrastructure / HCI: Hyperconverged Infrastructure is a server model that 
relies on multiple servers with compute, memory and direct-attached storage / drives that are 
clustered together through software and presented to the hypervisor as a pool of resources. 
 
Hypervisor: Software that allows multiple (guest) operating systems to use the same (host) 
hardware for operation. 
 
Host: A physical server that typically consists of processors, memory, storage and network 
peripherals. 
 
Guest: A virtual instance of an operating system that uses host hardware via the hypervisor. 
 
Cluster: A group of physical servers that pool their resources together to create shared 
resources and create high-availability. 
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3. Problem Definition & Desired Business Goals & Objectives 
 
The core problem that we are facing is that we have an aging server infrastructure that is prone 
to inefficiency (causing waste), has no ability to withstand failure, and is difficult to scale when 
new resources are necessary.  
 

 
3.1 Problem #1:  Aging Servers 
 
Currently CAFMA has over 20 servers, most of which are physical hosts. These servers date back 
as far as 2010. In addition to this, many of these servers are running Windows Server 2008R2, 
which will go EOL (End-Of-Life) in January 2020. 
 
These servers must be replaced prior to that time. 

 
 
3.2 Problem #2:  Wasted Resources 
 
Many of our servers are built with specifications that anticipate a constant level of high-use. In 
reality, many of them sit dormant for a vast majority of their life-cycle.  
 
Solution:  Utilize virtualization to create shared resources between operating systems and 
applications, removing waste and lowering Total-Cost-of-Ownership (TCO). 
 

 
3.3 Problem #3:  Critical Application Availability 
 
Critical applications run from our data center on dedicated hardware. What this means is that if 
that hardware were to fail, it would need to be repaired prior to the application becoming 
available again, creating a possibly large window of time that the application was unavailable. 
 
Solution:  Utilize a virtualization platform that allows for high-availability for server and 
application workloads, creating the ability to withstand failure. 
 

 

3.4 Problem #4:  Difficult Deployment 
 
CAFMA has experienced multiple situations where an application was procured, only to be told 
that server resources would have to be procured at a separate and significant cost, slowing 
down the process and in some cases halting deployments completely. 
 
This was in large part due to legacy strategies of resource implementation. Dedicated resources 
would have to be purchased and configured in the data center in order for the application to be 
deployed. 
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Solution: Utilize virtualization to share server resources and drastically shorten the time 
needed to deploy a new application. A new virtual server instance can be deployed in minutes 
rather than days or weeks. 
 
 

3.5 Problem #5:  Resource Scalability 
 
In the legacy model of server deployment, new resources are procured and are separate and 
distinct from all other server resources. These new resources are only accessible to the 
software that is installed on the new hardware, limiting the scope of the benefit of the new 
hardware to the dedicated software accessing it. 
 
Solution: The solution offered by Nutanix allows for a scale-out concept. What this means is 
that any new hardware added becomes an available resource for the entire cluster. 

 
3.6 Problem #6:  Site Fail-Over 
 
In our current configuration, the outcome of the loss of our primary site would be multiple days 
of outage for the entire CAFMA organization, until that time that replacement hardware could 
be procured, configured and deployed. While the likelihood of this scenario is very small, with 
our current server-strategy we have no other option. 
 
Solution: Nutanix offers site-failover capabilities. While this would require an additional 
investment, this can be deployed at a point in the future, providing a fully redundant copy of 
our production environment that would be ready to go in the event of a failure. 
 
3.7 Problem #7:  Historical Analysis for Predicting Growth 
 

In our current environment, it is extremely difficult to get a good understanding of what 
resources are being under or over-utilized, making us unable to predict where and when 
growth will need to occur.  
 
Solution: The Nutanix platform has real-time and historical analysis to quickly view trends in 
storage, memory and processor usage. This allows us to understand our current trends and 
usage and gives us the data we need to make good decisions for future hardware deployments. 
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4. Assumptions 
 
Any project comes with certain assumptions. While an assumption may imply a lack of 
knowledge or understanding, assumptions in this case take for granted that the software and 
hardware providers have not misrepresented themselves, and that all features are in fact, and 
will continue to be as they described. 
 
Nutanix 
 
Nutanix is a Hyper-Converged Infrastructure provider that creates industry-leading solutions for 
virtualized workloads. They core features of the technology are: 
 

 Full Scale-up / Scale-out model; 

 Increased Server Performance; 

 Fault-Tolerance / High-Availability; 

 Easy-to-manage tools; 
 
This project assumes the continued support and operation of Nutanix as a publically traded 
company (NASDAQ: NTNX). 
 
Acropolis Hypervisor (AHV) 
 
The Acropolis Hypervisor is the core technology of Nutanix that allows for the virtualization of 
resources. This project assumes that the Acropolis Hypervisor continues to operate as designed 
and is supported by Nutanix. 
 
Compute, Memory and Storage Requirements 
 
Our requirements for compute, memory and processing power have been calculated based on 
what we currently know. If these requirements were to change significantly in the next 24-36 
months, additional hardware would have to be procured. The advantage to the Nutanix 
platform is that this can be done simply and easily. 
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5. Alternatives 
 
There are alternatives actions that can be taken.  These include: 
 

 Change nothing and continue to purchase server hardware under the traditional model; 

 Purchase alternative hardware to Nutanix and implement VMware vSAN; 

 Purchase alternative hardware to Nutanix and implement Windows Storage Spaces 
Direct; 

 

5.1. Alternative Assumptions 
 
We have made certain assumptions about the anticipated results of the presented alternatives 
to implementing a Nutanix Hyperconverged Infrastructure.  All conclusions are subjective and 
based on our experience and judgment. 

 
5.2. Alternative Benefits 
 
These alternatives do have some benefits, which include: 
 

 Potentially lower up-front capital cost (Windows Storage Spaces Direct); 
 

5.3. Alternative Risks 
 
There are risks associated with the alternatives listed. They are: 
 

 CAFMA continues to deploy servers as we have in the past, creating an environment 
that is difficult to manage and creates a large amount of waste and has no ability to 
withstand failure; 

 CAFMA would take on responsibility of engineering and design of cluster. In the case of 
Nutanix, this has already been done. In order to leverage an alternative, we would take 
on that liability; 

 Known or unknown feature limitations that may prevent desired and/or required 
operation; 

 Higher implantation and / or ongoing operational expenses (See TCO Worksheet); 
 

 

5.4. Alternative Costs 
 
In order to generate a reasonably accurate Total-Cost-of-Ownership (TCO) for the alternatives, 
we have done research on both hardware and software costs. These costs have followed 
industry standard calculations, including an 8% year-over-year increase in software and support 
costs. 
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5.5. Risk Assessment & Risk Mitigation Strategy 
 
As mentioned above, there are risks associated with the described alternatives. In order to 
mitigate these risks, Technical Services can put together a strategy if an alternative approach is 
selected. 
 
It is important to keep in mind that mitigating risk in this fashion can produce unintended 
results, many of which are not yet foreseen. Ideally a solution would be chosen that did not 
require risk mitigation, because the solution itself did not introduce new risk into the equation. 
 

5.6 Alternative 1 – Do Nothing and Continue To Deploy Physical Servers 

 
CAFMA can alternatively choose to continue to procure and deploy physical servers as needed. 
Given the age of the servers, this would mean replacing approximately 15 servers in 2019, as 
well as deploying (at minimum) 5 additional servers. 
 
 

5.7 Alternative 2 – VMware vSphere using vSAN 
 
VMware is another industry leader in virtualization technology. They a similar model to 
Nutanix, though the underlying technology and licensing varies. 
 
We would be able to create a very similar environment to the recommended solution by 
Nutanix, however this would require additional engineering and potentially a much higher TCO.  
 
 

5.8 Alternative 3 – Windows Storage Spaces Direct 
 
In direct competition to technologies like Nutanix and VMware vSAN, Microsoft has released a 
new technology called Windows Storage Spaces Direct, which operates similarly to the 
recommended solution. This solution can be deployed on various hardware configurations. 
Because of this, the initial cost is slightly lower than the recommended solution. With that said, 
this particular alternative has two risks that need to be considered. 
 
First is that this technology is very new to Windows Server, and has not been properly vetted in 
a production environment. Secondly, it requires Windows Server Data Center licensing, which 
has a high subscription cost year-over-year, driving the TCO up over the predicted 7 year 
period.  
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6. Financial Analysis 
 
When considering a project such as this, it is important to view the long-term operational and 
capital impact so a clear understanding of the financial impact over a 1, 3, 5 and 7 year period. 
This is represented as a “Total-Cost-of-Ownership”, or TCO. 
 
It is important to note that because software and hardware providers regularly adjust pricing to 
better match market demands, projections on software and hardware over these periods of 
time are difficult to predict. However, in our experience, we believe our analysis will track 
accurately over that period of time. 
 

 
6.1 TCO for Recommendation – Nutanix 
 
In order to provide relevant data, the TCO of this project has been projected out to 7 years, at 
which time the cluster will be scheduled for replacement. 
 

 All subscription / maintenance costs (Operational Expense); 

 All hardware, including network requirements (Capital Expense); 

 Predicted 8% increase in support year-over year; 
 
Year 1 TCO:  $68,866.40 
Year 3 TCO:  $85,829.46 (includes adding additional node to cluster in FY2020) 
Year 5 TCO:  $100,384.19  
Year 7 TCO:              $119,067.46 (Planned for replacement in year 8) 
 
 

6.2 TCO for Alternative #1 – VMware vSphere using vSAN 
 
In order to provide relevant data, the TCO of this project has been projected out to 7 years, at 
which time the cluster will be scheduled for replacement. 
 

 All software and subscription / maintenance costs (Operational Expense); 

 All hardware, including network requirements (Capital Expense); 

 Predicted 8% increase in support year-over year; 
 
Year 1 TCO:  $98,606.58 
Year 3 TCO:  $114,310.87  
Year 5 TCO:  $131,360.70  
Year 7 TCO:              $149,894.38  (Planned for replacement in year 8) 
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6.3 TCO for Alternative #2 – Windows Storage Spaces Direct 
 
In order to provide relevant data, the TCO of this project has been projected out to 7 years, at 
which time the cluster will be scheduled for replacement. 
 

 All software and subscription / maintenance costs (Operational Expense); 

 All hardware, including network requirements (Capital Expense); 

 Predicted 8% increase in support year-over year; 
 
Year 1 TCO:  $56,204.83 
Year 3 TCO:  $83,236.88  
Year 5 TCO:  $112,584.49  
Year 7 TCO:              $144,486.24 (Planned for replacement in year 8) 
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7. Implementation Approach/Timeline 
 
There are 4 phases to implement the Nutanix solution. 
 
Phase I:  Procure all necessary hardware by submitting PO’s to vendors. Approximate time: 15 
business days. 
 
Phase I.I:  While we are waiting for hardware to arrive, we begin preparing the data center for 
the new hardware, including moving some existing servers and doing some network 
preparation. Approximate time: 10 hours. 
 
Phase II:  With a prepped data center, once all hardware arrives, begin the process of “racking 
& stacking” the Nutanix cluster and necessary network peripherals. Approximate time is 20 
hours. 
 
Phase III:  Begin configuration / deployment of Nutanix cluster, including testing all networking 
for failover capabilities. Approximate time: 20 hours. 
 
Phase IV:  Put cluster into production. 
 
We expect Phases I thru III to be completed within 15 calendar days of all hardware being 
onsite, followed by Phase IV.
